U09000 Communication was attempted but, but was unsuccessful because the other 
party’s fax does not match the communication protocol in use (the other party is 
using a G2 facsimile).

U12000 A Subaddress-based Relay Broadcast Transmission command was received, but 
all the data to be transmitted was not received because the memory in your fax 
machine has become full. Check the contents of your machine’s memory and, after 
you have created sufficient space in memory, have the initial transmitting station 
perform the transmission operation again.

U14000 A reception from a Subaddress Box was attempted, but was unsuccessful because 
the memory in your fax machine has become full. Print out data from memory and 
try again or abandon the Subaddress-based Confidential Reception attempt.

Subaddress Box was attempted, but was unsuccessful because memory in the 
destination party’s fax machine has become full.
